With funding through an Ohio EPA interest-free loan program the village will be able to upgrade the Todds Run Lift Station.  This upgrade will enable the village to better serve the residents on the southeastern side of the village with improved sewer service and better position the village for the future growth in that area.  The proposed construction project will require the clearing of a wooded area between the existing pump station and the existing gas line easement located off of Todds Run Road.  One short stream crossing is also needed.  The estimated total project cost of these improvements is approximately $210,000.00 and is expected to require an interest in sanitary sewer charges.
